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All of those things combined make the greatest, most supportive fans in the world. Blueschoolers buy all the
music, pre-order multiple copies of all the albums, send threatening letters to big companies and MTV hosts,
click mindlessly for hours to win votes, bring all their friends to shows and travel miles (or thousands of miles!)
to see them live.

To focus and end on an earlier point, file sharing and illegal downloaders won'’t go away. For every security
measure that’s introduced, another loop hole is exposed. The music industry itself is sluggishly adapting to
the digital age, but in the mean time, if the artists really feel like they're suffering — then they can stop being
lazy and do something about it. People will buy music if they feel like they’re getting value and that their
support is truly appreciated by the artists - And there’s a lot people can learn from QN5’s examples in this way.
